Thank you for showing your interest in taking part in next year’s Brighton Festival Fringe at Upstairs at Three and Ten.
The Brighton Festival Fringe is the biggest open access, mixed arts event in England and will run from 5 –27 May 2012.

Upstairs at Three and Ten is a 46-seater pub theatre in the heart of Brighton opposite The Old Steine. Our mission is to support and promote new writing whilst providing a platform for professional performances across the arts. Our stage is ‘end on’ and has on average 8 lights. Seating will be arranged in theatre style for the festival duration (ie rows), though there is scope for innovation and alternative arrangements.

The last three years at Upstairs at Three and Ten have been a huge success and the venue has established itself as one of the major ones in the Brighton Fringe. In the past our programme has included theatre, music, cabaret, comedy, spoken word and family shows, and we are looking for a similarly exciting and diverse range for 2012. We are keen to build on past successes, which include winning the Brighton Festival Fringe Best Venue Award in both 2008 and 2009 and being voted Chortle Best Comedy Venue in the South in 2010. We are most proud of the fact that a numerous shows with us have won awards across the years, and countless more have been nominated. 2011 was the sixth festival under the management of Otherplace Productions, the fourth at Upstairs at Three and Ten. There were an incredible 125 performances on our little stage in May alone, ranging from in-house productions to visiting companies to solo shows; performed by international companies, national stars, local performers, Brighton festival veterans and Fringe debutants alike. Every show at the venue was reviewed by at least one of The Argus, Latest 7, Broadway Baby, Fringe Review, fringe report, FringeGuru or Chortle. On average we sold over 50% of the total tickets available and companies took approximately £20,000 in ticket sales, plus we produced and distributed 18,000 high quality brochures all over Sussex. 
We aim to produce an equally diverse and fantastic programme in 2012 and with that in mind we ask that you complete the form below.
Deadlines:
The deadline for applications is Monday 23 January 2012 (although it is beneficial to both us and you to get your form in as early as possible), and as we are already receiving enquiries, the later the application the fewer the slots that will still be available. Registration fees are payable upon acceptance; no booking is confirmed until this is received. Performance slot fees are due by 29 February 2012.

How It Works:

We will register all companies with the Brighton Fringe. This means proof-reading your copy and paying for the entry in their brochure.  We have done this for companies for the past six years and it works well in preventing any copy errors across the board (i.e. all start times and prices in both the fringe brochure and our brochure and in all the listings publications), as well as reducing your costs.

This year companies are able, at no extra cost, to have an image in the main fringe brochure. We can administrate this as well, though we will need to receive all images, correctly sized and of sufficient image quality, before the beginning of February 2012.

Otherplace Productions will also produce approx. 18 000 copies of our own venue brochure. This will detail all events at our theatre and will be distributed around Brighton and the surrounding towns.
All companies performing at Upstairs at Three and Ten will have the same 30 words of copy as in the printed fringe brochure about the show, along with an additional 20 to 30 words for a review or quote about the show and an image in the brochure, ideally the same as the one used for the Fringe. We would like to see the image you plan to use if you have it already, so please email to us along with your completed form. (If not available then don’t panic – we can have it later) 

Technical:

Full technical specifications for the venue are available from www.upstairsatthreeandten.co.uk. On confirmation of booking a tech time will also be allocated.

Flyering in central Brighton:

In April 2008 Brighton and Hove City Council made it illegal to flyer anywhere within central Brighton without first acquiring a license from the council. Although there are a couple of exceptions (the Fringe has negotiated one for the weekends around their outdoor event Fringe City, and distributing on private land (i.e. in bars etc) is exempt), this is in effect a blanket ban.

Otherplace Productions currently hold a flyering license which companies may use for the distribution of publicity material, upon payment of a small cover charge.

Please note that our logo and the Fringe logo must go on all publicity material produced. Please see the websites for the most recent versions. Also the correct booking information must be published. It is usually worth running a proof by us before printing.

Full commitment in terms of deadlines and punctuality.  

Suitable print for marketing in the form of posters and flyers etc, all with the fringe logo and Otherplace Productions logo – these are both available to download.
Co-operation in marketing campaigns where possible. 

Co-operation with other companies in sharing of the space. As with many festivals turnaround times between shows can be tight so respect for the show on after you is important. 
Companies must provide their own qualified technician to operate shows. (We can provide a technician but there will be a £17.50 fee for this)

Companies must provide technical requirements by the deadline set – this will enable us to give you as much technical support as possible. There will be a fast turn-around between shows so it is always helpful to know what you want. 

All sets must be flame checked.

All rights for performances must be approved (including PRS).

Health and Safety Risk Assessments must be completed prior to the festival.

And finally, we expect lots of love and respect for our staff. In order to keep costs low for companies and audiences alike the theatre is staffed on an entirely voluntary basis. It would be impossible to maintain such a wonderful space without their help, enthusiasm and good humour.
